Footpath Renewal Program (ARFR) 
For 2024-25, $113,433 is allocated within the Civil and Transport Infrastructure Asset 
Management Plan for footpath renewal. This funding targets improvements to non-
compliant pram ramps and various footpath segments throughout the Rural City of 
Murray Bridge.
